Sub: Theft/ Burglary cases in Primary schools of Computers/Hardware provided
under Computer Aided Learning (CAL) Project.

This has reference to the above mentioned subject, Gujarat Council of Elementary Education,
Sarva Siksha Abhiyan Mission, Education Department, Government of Gujarat has signed an
agreement with agencies to implement Computer Aided Learning (CAL) project in 14856
schools across the state of Gujarat.

CAL Project entails establishment of computer lab in all 14856 schools. Each of the labs
contains one Server with 5 N Computing nodes, 5 Stand alone Computer, networked with
Printer, 40”LCD TV, Ku Band dish antenna, UPS, Voltage Stabilizer, computer furniture
like table, chairs and a dedicated 1T Trainer.

1 would like to bring to your notice that, since the commencement of CAL Programme in
December 2011, till date burglary/Theft has taken place in many schools. This is an alarming
situation and if immediate steps are not taken to avoid such incidents then the Project would
face serious problems and losses would be huge.

Though all the materials provided are insured but to claim insurance, a prescribed process is
involved, which starts from First Investigation Report and ends with Final Investigation
report from local police station. The insurance company will process the claim only after
Final Investigation Report is received from local police, which as a process takes 4-6 months
and at times even more.

We have been conveyed by few school principals that in some places Police Station is
refusing to give the Final Report. In this case it will be not possible to claim from Insurance
Company.

In this regard we would like to request you to advise all local police stations under your
jurisdiction to take necessary steps for the safety of computer lab in school as this is the
property of Government of Gujarat and expedite the process of providing final investigation
report for the CAL Schools.
