• One well known sportsperson from each district to attend the function at each college/university on 12th Sep
• Portal for uploading images
• The mascot and National Games Anthem will also be promoted
• Sporting activities to be organized at all the venues to ensure mass participation and engagement of students.



Roles & Responsibility

Sports Authority of Gujarat

1. Identification of venues across Gujarat and requesting different Ministers to be the chief guest at the selected 

colleges/universities.

2. Design, production and distribution of banners, standees and posters to promote 36th National Games (support 

from DSDOs)

3. Circulation of SOP for the smooth execution of the National Games Awareness Campaign including tentative 

program.

4. Circulation of note on 36th National Games 2022

5. Develop a portal for schools/Colleges & Universities to upload imagery from the day for reports.

6. Activate social media to amplify participation of various Colleges/Universities.

portal for reports. 

7. Display promotional material till end of the National Games (i.e., till October)



Roles & Responsibility

District, Taluka and Village Administration

Action plan should cover – program overview for each day, minute to minute, venue across different talukas, dignitary &

officials visiting the venue, publicity, etc.

2. Active participation from district administration through visit to educational institutions and interacting with the students

3. For the schools at village level, the Sarpanch of the panchayat and local leaders will be involved.

4. Encourage educational institutions to actively participate in this awareness campaign cum people’s movement

5. All Class I and II officers of the districts must be assigned schools for visit across all the 33 districts to ensure activation in all

schools on 4th and 5th day of the event. This is on the lines of Shala Praveshotsav

6. Branding of National Games Awareness Campaign to be ensured across all the venues

7. Ensure protocol for all the dignitaries

8. Ensure maximum public participation

9. Amplify the program using local newspapers, social media handles and local citizen centric groups

10. Any logistics support needed by DSDO
